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RECYCLING GUIDELINES

Please use the following guidelines when recycling:

CONTAINER 
 We do not provide recycling bins.  We ask that you use bins not larger than 18 gallons in size. Please DO NOT use trash barrels for your recyclables.

Place clean, rinsed containers in a SEPARATE BIN


-  Metal Cans

(Rinse) 


-  Aluminum

Foil, cans and trays (clean only)


-  Glass Bottles

All colors, less than 2 gallons (rinse, unbroken)


-  Plastic

Bottles, jars, tubs, microwave trays





(Rinse, remove caps, lids, pumps and wraps)

MIXED PAPER
Place in a PAPER BAG and set them next to the bottle container.  DO NOT USE PLASTIC BAGS TO HOLD PAPER RECYCLING

· Newspapers/Inserts

· Magazines/Catalogs

· Paper Bags

· White & Colored Office Paper

· Computer paper

· Paperbacks & Phone Books (remove covers)

· Junk Mail

· Box Board (Cereal, shoe, cracker boxes, etc.  Remove plastic liners)

· Corrugated Cardboard (Must be flattened and no larger than 2’ X 3’)
DO NOT INCLUDE
-  Plastic Bags or wraps







-  Bottles used for Hazardous Materials (Antifreeze/oil)


-  Light bulbs, mirrors, drinking glasses or broken glass


-  Styrofoam containers, flower pots


-  Coat hangers (metal or plastic)


-  Aerosol cans, propane tanks, scrap metal


-  Egg cartons, soda or beer cartons


-  Pizza boxes, waxed paper/cardboard or wrapping paper

WE WILL BE UNABLE TO TAKE YOUR RECYLABLES IF YOU DO NOT FOLLOW THESE GUIDELINES.   THE RECYLCING PLANT WILL REJECT THE ENTIRE LOAD IF THESE ITEMS ARE MIXED OR THE GUIDELINES ARE NOT FOLLOWED.
